
If you have been treated with IV or oral  bisphosphonate drugs, you should know that there is 
a large risk of future severe complications that might happen with oral surgical treatment.  Jaw 
bones usually heal themselves very well and maintain their normal health.  IV and oral Bisphos-
phonate drugs seem to affect the ability of the jaw bones to break down or remodel them-
selves and this interferes with the jaw’s ability to heal itself.  This risk is increased after surgery, 
especially from extractions, gum surgery, implant placement or other “invasive” procedures 
that might cause  even mild trauma to bone.  Necrosis (dying cells) or Osteonecrosis (dying 
bone cells) may result and an infection may occur in the soft tissue and or bone.  This is a long-
term process that destroys the jawbone that is often very hard or even impossible to get rid of.

Bisphosphonate Drugs are commonly used for the treatment and management of certain dis-
eases and bone metastasis, Paget’s Disease and osteoporosis.

Your medical/dental history is very important.  We Must know the medications and drugs that 
you have received or taken before, and are receiving or taking now.  A correct medical his-
tory,  including  names of physicians  is very important
