
•	 Children should be observed until the anesthetic wears off.  Due to strange feeling of the 
anesthetic, many children will chew the inside of their lips, cheeks or tongue, which can cause 
serious damage.

•	 The doctor may place medication on the tooth to promote healing.  This is usually done 
depending on the size of the cavity.   This will help to insulate the tooth from hot and cold and it 
is recommended that you take care with the tooth for a few days after the procedure.

•	 Sensitivity, especially to hot and cold is common for a few days, and possibly weeks following a 
dental filling.  The deeper the cavity the more sensitive the tooth will be.

•	 With resin fillings, normally you will not have any extreme pain after the filling has been placed, 
but if you do have any discomfort, such as sensitivity to hot or cold, you may take an aspirin to 
help with such discomfort.

•	 The gum tissue could also have become irritated during the procedure and may be  sore for a 
few days together with the anesthetic injection site.

•	 It may take a few days to adjust to the new resin filling.  If you that your bite is not correctly 
balanced, just call our office for an appointment and we will adjust it for you.  This procedure 
normally takes minimal time .

Remember it is important to maintain regular check-ups, usually every 3 to 6 months to help 
maintain your new restoration, along with proper brushing and flossing.
